Hypothesis-based investigation: The key to starting, selling and managing your project

Description: Investigation has a dirty name with editors, who think it's about slowly rummaging through piles of garbage till you find (don't) a jewel.  Too often, they're right.  This session will show you how to define your investigation as a story from the start, using hypotheses -- stories based on facts that can be verified.  This method helps you figure out what to look for, how to look for it -- and not least, how to sell it to the boss and the public.

Writing an investigation: The Last (and first) hurdle

This session shows you how to compose a story that hits hard and fast, and builds to a powerful end.  The components of an investigative report aren't quite the same as classic news reportage, and we'll consider those differences and how we can use them.  We'll look at classic mistakes that writers and scenarists make, as well as techniques that make the writing process more efficient.  The core of this method is continuous composition and referencing -- an approach that saves time and anguish, for you and your colleagues.
